DOMESTIC VIOLENCE IN CONNECTICUT
Connecticut Family Violence Arrests 2006 (CT Dept. of Public Safety May 2008)
19,784 incidents of family violence*.
2,615 incidents where victims were between the ages of 0 and 18*.
7,620 incidents occurred between 6:01 p.m. and Midnight*.
9,267 incidents occurred between Friday and Sunday*.
Either a civil Temporary Restraining Order or criminal Protective Order was
issued in 3,561 of the cases*.
Family violence homicide victims increased by 47% to 25 from 17 in 2005*.
CCADV Member Program Statistics FY 2007
· In FY 2007, Connecticut's domestic violence programs provided 44,496 nights of
shelter for 1,926 victims of domestic violence and their children.
· The programs reported receiving 23,973 crisis calls and answered 60,399 requests for
information and referrals.
· 13,687 adult victims and 810 child victims who did not need emergency shelter
received support services from our programs including but not limited to counseling,
support groups, advocacy and safety planning.
· 35,441 court referred victims received services from staff and volunteer advocates
housed in the criminal courts across Connecticut.
Overall in the last fiscal year CCADV's 18 domestic violence shelter programs provided services to 53,006 victims of domestic violence.
