	Funding for domestic violence programs


You wanted to know the amounts that state agencies have spent to carry out domestic violence programs over the last five fiscal years.  The table on pages 3-4 of this memo lists spending dedicated to domestic violence programs by state agency and funding source.  The chart on page 2 illustrates the overall trend in spending by state agencies (state funds v. federal). 

Note that the direct outlays provided in this memo do not reflect state costs incurred: (1) to serve domestic violence perpetrators or victims indirectly (e.g., treatment of individuals with mental illness or addiction disorders); or (2) to fund state employees who spend only part of their time administering domestic violence – related programs (e.g., Judicial Department employees who spend a portion of their time processing Domestic Violence docket cases).
