The table below, derived from estimates from the U.S. Census Bureau’s 2006 American Community Survey, provides a county-level breakdown of the foreign-born population in Connecticut, including citizenship status.  The Census data are based on a sample and are subject to sampling variability.  It is also likely that they underestimate the size of the non-citizen population, particularly those without legal documentation.
